Measure of impact: 
We will measure impact of the sports funding as part of our monitoring and evaluation of provision schedule. 
We will look at the breadth and depth of the PE and sports provision we are offering, identify the areas for development and ensure that the needs of the pupils and staff are met. 
We will evaluate the progress in PE as well as the self-esteem, confidence and the numbers of pupils involved in sporting activities in and out of school. 
We will evaluate the impact of professional development activities by observing the quality of teaching and pupil voice.
End of 2021-2022 review
Over the past two years the school has developed a clear curriculum map which has enabled children to experience a wide variety of sports. A clear and cohesive tool has also become available to track attainment and progress. 
Pupils have participated well in ASC sporting provision; we have had over 150 children participate with good representation across the genders (51:49). Of our 19 FSM children, 15 have take up the opportunity to join a club.
Games at lunchtimes are promoting better collaboration and team work along with ensuring the children are always moving. This as lead to a reduction in playtime incidents.
